Registration & Keynote 

DDD Perth is being held at Mercure Hotel, a short distance from the Foreshore River 
Reserve, the ferry terminals and Perth train station. 

Registration is from 8:30 to 9:00am in the Main Room on level 1 as shown below. There is an 
elevator in the lobby that can get you to level 1.

Getting There 

Public Transport 

We recommend using Google Maps or Transperth to determine the best public transport 
option for you. There are a bunch of bus stops nearby along St Georges Terrace and Hay 
Street. 

Driving 
If you choose to drive into the city, there is paid parking options close to the venue. 
Suggested spots are at the front of the Perth Concert Hall or CPP and Wilson parking along 
Hay Street and Pier Street. 

Train  
Mercure is about a 13-minute walk away from both Perth Underground Station and Perth 
Station. 

From the Perth Underground Station, exit onto and then follow Hay Street East until you 
reach Irwin Street, then turn right and you will reach Mercure just before St Georges 
Terrace. 

From the Perth Station, exit the station onto Wellington Street. Follow the street until you 
reach the intersection of Wellington and Barrack Street. From here turn right onto Barrack. 
Follow Barrack until you reach the intersection of Barrack and Hay Street. From here turn 
left onto Hay Street. Follow Hay Street until you reach Irwin Street, then turn right and you 
will reach Mercure just before St Georges Terrace.
